· Narrative that creates a real-life scenario for the reader as to how the award would work on an applied level

· Performance Target or Outcomes
· What are the objectives to be met by the proposed program and how these will be measured? 

· Can you quantify the return on investment? For the money spent, how many students are exposed to the augmented class experience? What effect does the new training have?
· Detailed budgets
